Be thinking color scheme as we 
ill dye the white in March.  Remember to get tickets to sell Betsy has said if each member sells $20 of tickets 
she will donate another shawl’s worth of yarn and weave a third shawl. So get selling! 
 
Old Business: Mary Carmosino said Smith’s Furnishings in Oberlin has asked if we want to put up a display in 
early October as we have for National Spinning and Weaving Week. If you want to put something in the display 
window, label with your info and bring to the Sept meeting or get it to Mary. In the past some have 
demonstrated spinning in or in front of the store some tome during the week.
